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The Humboldt-Toiyabe National Forest covers 6.3 million acres in Nevada and a small portion of eastern California.  There are 10 ranger districts on the forest, two of which lie partially within California.  Most of these 6.3 million acres are in woodlands (pinyon juniper) and shrublands (sagebrush types); the hardwood and conifer forests are an infrequent and valuable component of the landscape.

A specific causal agent has not been identified for the aspen decline, the decline appears to result from a number of factors, including pathogens, insects, and drought (Nevada Forest Health Highlights 2005, USDA Forest Service State and Private Forestry).
