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I. Aspen Delineation Project Overview

The Aspen Delineation Project (ADP), which focuses on aspen issues in the Sierra Nevada, Southern Cascades, Warner Mountains, and Intermountain West, begins its sixth year of aspen conservation.  The ADP continues to be co-sponsored by the US Forest Service (USFS) Pacific Southwest Region, the Bureau of Land Management (BLM) California State Office, and California Department of Fish and Game (CDFG).  In 2007 additional administrative support came from the Humboldt-Toiyabe National Forest, The Nature Conservancy, and the Rocky Mountain Elk Foundation (RMEF).  David Burton, Principal Investigator of the ADP, works under the direction of Hugh Safford and Peggy O'Connell (USFS), Ed Lorentzen (BLM), and Eric Loft (CDFG). This report summarizes the activities and accomplishments for FY2007, and presents the FY2008 work plan.

IV. FY2007 Details
A Partner in Restoration

1.  Aspen Initiative for BLM Rangelands (Phase 2: FY2006-2007)

The Eighteen CA-BLM FY2006-2007 projects, (Surprise, Eagle Lake, and Alturas Field Offices) funded through this BLM-Cooperative Conservation Initiative, will restore and protect 360 acres of aspen habitat through removing encroaching conifers, constructing fencing to protect stands from browsing during aspen regeneration, and using prescribed fire to reintroduce natural disturbance processes.

2. BLM Aspen Enhancement Monitoring Study
The objectives of this endeavor have been to (1) develop and implement a standardized aspen monitoring protocols capable of documenting aspen trends and the extent of utilization (browsing) by ungulates on BLM rangelands (completed in FY2005); (2) establish a data entry system that allows for efficient data collection, storage, and analysis (completed in FY2005); (3) provide training for agency personnel and permittees concerning the standardized aspen monitoring protocol and data entry system; and (4) provide the monitoring component of the  CA-BLM FY2005-2007: Habitat Enhancement and Wildlife Management Projects (Phase 1 and 2). This three-year ADP/BLM endeavor was started in FY2005 through an Application of Science Grant (BPS #29631) and was funded in FY2007 in cooperation with the Chicago Botanical Garden/BLM intern program.

7.  Aspen Management Continuing Education and Training Program

The ADP, working collaboratively with other aspen working groups and the Rocky Mountain Research Station, will design and implement an aspen management training program that provide opportunities for USFS and BLM resource managers to meet continuing education requirements.  Continuing education accreditation will be given though professional organizations (i.e. Society of Range Management and Society of American Foresters).

7.  Aspen Northern California Aspen Restoration Initiative:  A Rocky Mountain Elk Foundation / Aspen Delineation Project Collaboration

The Rocky Mountain Elk Foundation and the ADP are joining together to launch an Northern California Aspen Initiative. This collaboration is being undertaken because many USFS and BLM aspen stands are at high risk of extirpation.  The at-risk stands are suffering from a variety of factors that have caused stand conditions to deteriorate to a point where these ecologically unique communities may soon disappear from significant portions of USFS, BLM, and privately owned landscapes unless prompt action is taken. 

Based on available assessment data, this initiative has the opportunity to, restore or protect thousands of acres of aspen habitat by removing encroaching conifers, using prescribed fire to reintroduce natural disturbance processes, adapting range management practices to promote aspen regeneration success, and constructing fencing to protect stands from browsing during stand regeneration. 

The RMEF and ADP are seeking other partners in an effort to restore the aspen communities at risk in Northern California. 

8. Managing Aspen in Fire Adapted Ecosystems: A Technical Report
This publication (and possible companion film) will present a detailed overview of aspen restoration case studies at the landscape-scale in the West. It will examine (1) the reintroduction of fire into aspen ecosystems, (2) mechanical treatments used to restore aspen communities, (3) range management practices implemented to improve rangeland, and (5) stakeholder involvement in management processes.

9. Interdisciplinary Team and NEPA Development Assistance Program

The ADP recognizes that interdisciplinary teams play a critical role in designing projects and presenting them to the public through the NEPA process. It recognizes the value of working with Ranger Districts and Field Offices to identify critical management planning issues that may be preventing individual projects and projects that are part of larger landscape management efforts from being implemented.

Project Web Site, www. aspensite.org, is a consolidated and centralized source of reference information dealing with the ecology and management of aspen communities. · Publish report: Aspen Distribution and Assessment in California--The State of Knowledge: This report will present, summarize, and illustrate our state of knowledge about the distribution and condition of aspen in California. (Spring 2008).

· Maintain database: The ADP and CDFG will continue to maintain this data set (FY2008)

12. Revise Aspen Community/Stand Data Protocols:

These protocols, developed in 2002, will be revised to data standards collaboratively agreed upon by the USFS, CDFG, and BLM. They will be designed to reflect the needs and objectives of collaborating  "data stewards" as well as USFS Ranger District and BLM Field Office resource managers. (Winter 2008)

13. Working Group Collaborations

The ADP working groups in California, Nevada, Eastern Idaho,  Northern Rockies, and the proposed umbrella organization for these group, the Western Aspen Alliance, have identified common issues. The commonality includes (1) finding project funding opportunities, (2) developing workshop and continuing education programs,  (3) coordinating research and monitoring studies, (4) incorporation aspen management with other agency management objectives.  In 2005 and 2006 the ADP began working with these groups by co-sponsoring events, providing assessment and monitoring training, and consulting on ecological and management issues. In 2008, it will continue to broaden its assistance to these groups on volunteer in-kind-service bases.
